


GILES COUNTY ELECTORAL BOARD
MINUTES OF AUGUST 19, 2016

The Giles County Electoral Board was called to order by chair, Zach Thompson, on Friday, August 19, 2016, at 10:01. All board members were in attendance in addition to the General Registrar, Donna R. Altizer.

Minutes of the July 29, 2016 were approved unanimously with a motion by S. Rebecca Hughes and seconded by Nancy Rader.

Old Business

Narrows Precinct modifications at the VFW are being completed.  Handicapped-parking spaces at Glen Lyn precinct are being redefined and door handle into polling place has been replaced with the correct type.  Signs at polling places with a single defined handicapped space will be replaced with van-accessible ones.  Handicapped parking at Pembroke VFD will also be redefined and correct signs installed.  

A sign will be placed at the former Narrows Precinct notifying voters of the polling place change.  The sign will be put up just before the November 8th election to ensure that all affected voters will know the relocation site at 206 Hare Street.

Based on a Supreme Court ruling, all individuals who had registered as a result of the Governor’s blanket restoration of rights (dated 04/22/16) have been removed from the voter registration system and have been notified by correspondence from the Virginia Department of Elections.  

Executive Session

Mr. Thompson moved to go into Executive Session as permitted by §2.2-3711 A (1) Personnel and §2.2-3711 A (7) Legal of the Code of Virginia.  Ms. Hughes seconded the motion.  The motion was approved 3-0 as follows:  Voting Yes:  Ms. Hughes, Ms. Rader and Mr. Thompson.

Mr. Thompson moved to reconvene in open session and certified that in the closed session nothing was discussed except the matters (1) specifically identified in the motion to convene in closed session and (2) lawfully permitted to be discussed under the provisions of the Virginia Freedom of Information Act cited in that motion.  Ms. Rader seconded the motion.  The motion was approved 3-0 as follows:  Voting Yes:  Ms. Hughes, Ms. Rader and Mr. Thompson. 
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Officers of Election needs for the November 8th Election were discussed.  Prospective officers will be notified by mail the week of August 22nd. 

Ms. Hughes suggested that the Voting Equipment Security plan be reviewed and revisions made (due to new voting equipment) at the next meeting.  

The board also discussed a meeting with local law enforcement regarding the upcoming election and potential issues that might arise.  The Registrar will contact the county and town agencies to set up a meeting to be held on either September 16th or September 30th to address these issues and to request additional support for Election Day.

With no further business, a motion to adjourn was made by Ms. Hughes and seconded by Ms. Rader.  Approval was unanimous.
