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GILES COUNTY ELECTORAL BOARD
MINUTES OF MARCH 24, 2017

The Giles County Electoral Board convened March 24, 2017, at 10:00 a.m. for the purpose of Reorganization and other business before the board.  Zack Thompson, Chair, called the meeting to order.  Also present were Rebecca Hughes, Vice-Chair, Nancy Rader, Secretary, and Donna Altizer, Registrar.  

Rebecca Hughes moved to keep all officers the same:  Zack Thompson as Chair, Rebecca Hughes as Vice Chair, and Nancy Rader as Secretary. Ms. Rader seconded the motion. The motion carried by unanimous vote.  

Ms. Hughes made motion to approve EB minutes from November 9th and 14th, 2016, and February 7th, 2017.  Mr. Thompson seconded the motion which was approved unanimously.  

Old Business

      3. Narrows – Increase number of workers to 6 (good training for November)

New Business

Date to program voting machines for the June 13th Dual Primaries: April 24, 25 or 26.  The Registrar will check with David Stafford regarding his schedule and best day for him.  

Eggleston precinct: Concern was raised in regard to parking area created at the precinct.  John Mills will be meeting with Tony Eaton 3-31-17 regarding this issue.  We are still in ADA compliance but have concerns with large gravels causing problems for our voters.

Canvass for election set for June 14, 2017, at 10:00 a.m.  Electoral Board will meet again on June 16, 2017, at 12:00 Noon if there are (No-ID) Provisionals to be considered.  Training for Primary will be on June 8th at 6:00 p.m. at the Senior Citizen Center.

The need for additional election supplies was discussed.  

The FY2018 Budget was discussed (Chief Officers, Assistant Chief Officers, regular Officers of Election, and the Registrar) with the primary concern being the need to increase the payment for Officers of Election.  There has been no pay increase for poll workers since 2001.  No requests or decisions were made but the Registrar will see if there are funds in the current budget than be reallocated for increasing poll worker payment.  

A motion was made by Zack Thompson to adjourn and seconded by Nancy Rader.  Approval of motion was unanimous and the meeting adjourned at 11:30 a.m.
