


GILES COUNTY ELECTORAL BOARD
MINUTES OF SEPTEMBER 7, 2017

The Giles County Electoral Board convened on Thursday, September 7, 2017, at 10:00 a.m.  Zack Thompson, Chair, called the meeting to order.  Nancy Rader, Secretary, was present as well as Donna Altizer, General Registrar.  Rebecca Hughes, Vice-Chair, was absent due to recent surgery.

Minutes from July 21, 2017, were approved as presented.

Old Business

Update was given by Mrs. Altizer regarding a meeting she had with Chris McKlarney, County Administrator, regarding the use of schools as polling places.  This is currently not a top priority and needs further research and evaluation.

New Business

Mrs. Altizer presented the design for the 2017 Officer of Election pins.

Mrs. Altizer will check with officers from other precincts to see who might be willing to serve in these positions.  Mrs. Rader made the motion to approve Jackie DeLong as an Officer of Election for November. The motion, seconded by Mr. Thompson, was approved, 2-0.

Voting equipment programming will be done on September 20, 2017.  Absentee voting will begin on September 22nd.

New “I Voted” stickers will be ordered.

The Canvass for the November 7th election will begin on Wednesday, November 8th, at 10:00 a.m.  If necessary, the Board will meet again on Monday, November 13th, at 2:00 p.m. to complete the canvass if there are any outstanding provisional ballots.

With no further business, Mr. Thompson moved to adjourn the meeting.  Mrs. Rader seconded the motion and approval was unanimous, 2-0.
