


GILES COUNTY ELECTORAL BOARD 
Meeting of September 24, 2020

Nancy Rader, Acting Chair, called the meeting to order at 10:25 am. The meeting was held in the Chamber of Commerce Office as our normal meeting place was being used for Early Voting.  In attendance were Nancy Rader, Bekki Hughes, Acting Secretary, and Donna Altizer, General Registrar. A quorum was present.

There were no members of the public present. 

Nancy proposed a reorganization of the Board in which she would become the Vice Chair and Bekki would become the Secretary. The Board unanimously agreed to this reorganization to be effective October 1, 2020.

Donna reported on the status of the election with elaboration on the multiple changes of guidance and directives being made by ELECT. One of these is the uploading of voter credits each evening and the downloading of these every morning. Discussion was had regarding of Officers of Election training. It was decided to hold three trainings at the Senior Center on October 22nd. These are 10 to 12; 2 to 4; and 6 to 8 to accommodate for distancing between attendees and to limit the transporting of meeting materials. 

Donna reported that representatives of the Virginia Medical Corps Reserve Officers will again be present at each polling place. The Town of Pearisburg has authorized the use of their building for the Presidential election. The Town Office will be closed as the November Election Day will become a state holiday this year. The Town has agreed to clean and sanitize the polling site. 

The Board reviewed the provisional list of Officers of Election. The Board approved the individuals as discussed in the meeting. Donna will make notifications.

Discussion was had regarding steps taken to address COVID-19 concerns at the Registrar’s office. These included adding a plexiglass window for voters and other visitors to limit access to the office; the addition of a second door to the conference room to facilitate Early Voting; and the installation of a sanitizing unit for the air ducts. The Drop Box has been installed; new shields have been purchased for use at each precinct to protect Officers of Election; a door sweep will be installed on the building’s entry door; and PPE materials are available. The various improvements were made through the use of COVID-19 funding. Brief discussion was had regarding the upcoming replacement of poll books as our current ones will be retired next year. 

The next meeting of the Board will be October 8th at 10 am. The meeting was adjourned at noon.
